Style-defining structure.

Tiles have always had a special significance in architecture, and their design usually cor-
responds to the style of the respective epoch. 
Le Piastrelle Segnate are wall and floor tiles that impart a distinctive presence through 
their relief structure of three-dimensional appearance.  
The concept comprises three types of tiles measuring 20 × 20 cm, each distinguished by 
the density of the reliefs applied to it. 
Their changing appearance goes hand in hand with the functionality of a simple and 
self-explanatory installation system. 
Together, this makes it possible to achieve aesthetic results that are doubly unique, with 
an impressive effect of high visual impact. 
On the one hand, the conjunction of different reliefs in the three models available creates 
structures of different lengths, resulting in fascinating plays of light and shadow. 
This lends the installed tiles the appearance of a customised finish design, which in its 
effect goes far beyond the fact that there are actually only three standard models. 
On the other hand, the shading of the three models, from very dense relief structures to 
field tiles, as well as the use of accessory elements, make it possible to realise a wide 
variety of decorative solutions. 
In addition, the collection also includes the Jazzy version, which can be used to create 
special coloured reliefs.

Statement by the jury:

With these wall and floor tiles, the concept of varying the density of the relief applied to 
them leads to a striking aesthetic. 
The resulting structures have a highly impressive effect, especially on large surfaces, 
and create distinctive atmospheres in interiors. 
The perfectly thought-through design is also highly functional in terms of installation 
and allows seamless adaptation to individual preferences.

T H E    R E D    D O T    A  W A R D
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The company was founded in 1920, 

following the acquisition of the so-called “Fornacione” 

(that according to certain documents still stands on its original location of 1883). 

This family-run company is now in its fourth generation, headed by Alessio and Alberto Brioni, 

who are planning the future of cotto maintaining their strong link with the past. 

Fornace Brioni was already a leader in the renovation of old flooring, 

and has over the years carried out constant research on the potential of this material 

that it produces in several versions, ranging from uniform and variegated cotto 

to glazed versions, in red and pink, and even light beige, grey and black 

to meet more contemporary tastes.

The tradition of cotto dates back thousands of years, 

and is the result of the subtle alchemy between water, earth, and fire. 

The Fornace Brioni in Gonzaga, a small town centre steeped in history 

and Renaissance culture in the plain around Mantua,  

produces cotto exclusively by hand, 

according to a savoir-faire that has been handed down through the generations, 

using the finest clays from the slow sedimentation of the floodplain of the Po River.
